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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to study the cause of the change in the
paradigm of public administration, 2)to search the model of the culture public
administration  paradigm and 3) to propose the model of the culture public
administration paradigm.

The research format was the qualitative research, collecting data by purposive
sampling from the 21 key informants from the Office of the Public Sector Development
Commission and 5 key informants from the Department of Cultural Promotion,
purposefully selected, with structured in-depth interview form and 9 participants in the
focus group discussion. Data were also collected from documents, concepts, theories
and related literatures and were analyzed by content analysis technique and descriptive
interpretation.

Findings were as follows:

1. Formation and Causes of Public Administration Paradigm Change.

The old paradigm of public management arose from the idea of Max Weber
who proposed the rules and regulations must be enforced strictly in every agency to
avoid the mistake. The causes of change shifting to new public management (NPM),
were the bureaucratic structure was too big and cumbersome in solving problems
which lead to corruption and ineffective bureaucracy. The paradigem of new public
administration arose from the need to solve the bureaucratic corruption problems by
authoring private sectors to handle business that they can do better and the reason for
the new public service (NPS) was the government officers treated themselves as
entrepreneurs looking at people as the customers, not the owners of the country and
another cause of change arose from democratic foundation looked at people as the
owners of the country, not customers, with public service rendering, not mastering
people.

2. The forms of culture of public administration paradigm model in public
sector management meant applying good culture in duty performance and solving
bureaucratic problems consisted of important components as 1) organization lacked of

strength, 2) government officers lacked of virtual ethics, 3) service rendering was not

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satisfactory and 4) sovernment officers lack of democratic mind and did not apply. ten
royal virtues to protect and to be immunity for government officers.

3. The proposed new culture of public administration paradigm model in
public sector management named “state good governance paradigm” consisted of 4
new paradigms, each paradigm has ten royal virtues as;

3.1 Organizational strength creation culture paradigm referred to officer’s
performance inducing organizational strength included, 1) honesty 2) sacrifice for
common interest 3) harmony 4) vision 5) change leader and 6) dare to make right
decision. the ten royal virtues are ajjava: working honestly, pariccaga: working selflessly
and sila: maintaining good conduct.

3.2 Ethics and virtual gsovernment officer’s culture paradigm creation referred
to government officers performed duties with higher ethics and virtue including duty
knowing and strictly abiding by rules and regulations and ethics. the royal virtues are
ajjava: working honestly, avihimsa: bringing tranquility through nonviolence and dana:
sharing with the populace.

3.3 Satisfaction-Based creation culture paradigm referred to the process of
service rendering was responsive to people real needs. the royal virtues are ajjava:
working honestly, maddava: deporting himself with gentleness, congeniality and akkodha:
adhering to reason, no anger.

3.4 Democratic creation culture paradigm referred to government officers
perform duties with democratic practice including, 1) faith and trust in democratic system
2) respecting right and freedom of each other and 3) respecting equality and the royal
virtues are tapa: rejecting indulgence through austerity, khanti: overcoming difficulties
with patience and avihimsa: bringing tranquility through nonviolence.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were to study the current situations,
problems, and requirements of administration in Buddhist universities and to
provide strategic suggestions of administration in Buddhist universities to support
ASEAN community. The data were collected from 357 personnel of Mahamakut
Buddhist university and Mahachulalongkornrajavidyalaya university —through
questionnaires and from experts through structured in-depth interview. The data
were analyzed by percentage, standard deviation, and content analysis.

Results of the study found that:

The current situation of administration to support ASEAN community of
Buddhist universities was at the moderate level overall. For each aspect, academic
administration was at the high level, general administration, budget administration,
and administration structure were at the moderate levels, and human resource
administration was at the low level. These indicated that the administration in
Buddhist universities did not truly support ASEAN community. The problems might
come from traditional administration structure; qualified personnel had no chance
to work with their full capability, and the limited budget and budget was mainly
spent in the headquarters. The requirements of personnel were to adjust and
improve administration structure, flexible rules and regulations of the universities,
human resource-oriented administration and administration process system
development with the aim at modern state administration under the good
governance and in conform to ASEAN community.

In terms of administration strategy in Buddhist universities to support ASEAN
community are as follows; (1) graduate production and development for excellence
based on Buddhism with providing of variety courses as integration with Buddhism
for production of graduate in high moral, knowledge and professional skill in all
departments according to universal standard for competition either at national or
international level, (2) to create the innovation with Dhamma applied researches

which are emphasized on research in innovation and Buddhist knowledge body
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which can be applied for social development and solving of community problems
as sufficiently, (3) providing of Buddhism’s academic based on providing to
promote Buddhist learning for responding on the need of local or community and
acceptance, (4) development Buddhist universities as learning sources and learning
center throughout dissemination and reservation of arts and cultures, local wisdom
which are concerned to sustainable development in universal field, (5)
development for management and administration system in Buddhist universities
such as high competency for modern organization as standardization and to be an
universal form that can be supported with any changing in national and
international level.

material cost, and how does the cultural leader's cultural management work? to
promote social security activities. sustainable community (sustainable community) it
will be necessary to remove lessons from the problems encountered in the
planning phase. structuring work, organizing people into work and follow-up. to
improve and develop as a strength in promoting consistent activities. it is a quality
work circuit. most people in the community are public. ready to join the village
activities with just regular. have good health and pursue a career in the sufficiency
economy. self-reliant.

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ABSTRACT

The dissertation on “the development of labor law to support the
asean economic community on working in thailand had the objectives 1) to study
the concept and theories on the development of labor law for the ASEAN
economic community on working in Thailand and foreign countries, 2) to examine
the state of legal issues and factual issues related to the development of labor law
to support the ASEAN economic community on how to work in Thailand and how it
should be solved, 3) to analyze and compare how similar or different of Thai and
foreign laws, and 4) to investigate the development of the law model according to
working  of aliens act B.E. 2551 (2008), immigration act B.E. 2522 (1979),
compensation act B.E. 2537 (1994) , and social security act B.E. 2533 (1991) which
are suitable for foreign workers working in thailand.

This research was the descriptive study which was conducted both
qualitative and quantitative research. Therefore, the data were collected by in-
depth interview and questionnaires. The samples used in this research were
experts in administration or data given, experts in law enforcement, and experts in
labor law or instructors of labor law.

The findings showed that; the factual issues were 1) foreign workers may
pose problems and become burden to the nation whether it is internal security
issues, crimes and non-compliance issues, alien communities, public health
problems, escort and stateless child issues, employment of foreign workforce
problems  including  budget and  government  expense  problems,
2) migrant workers who come to thailand legally and illegally in cases where an
employee suffers from a work-related injury or illness, the employer shall provide
a compensation fund to the employees. legal issues found that foreign workers
worked in professions where the law prohibits to work. the liberalization of
professional labor unions is somewhat different from other liberalization. it is the
mutual agreement of all ASEAN member countries to certify professional
qualifications so that they can apply for a professional license in asean
conveniently. the mutual agreement in the profession of the foreign workers act
b.e. 2551 (2008), prohibits foreigners practicing professionally in the country, which
include the field of engineering, architecture, accounting, professional exploration,

and the tourism profession.
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The development of labor-related laws showed that the immigration act
b.e.2522 (1979), migrant workers must comply with this law. working of the aliens
must be updated or re-reviewed on all occupations or some parts. the appeals of
the appeal committees should be reviewed or revised for a longer period, the
penalties of not over six — month jailing or not over ten - thousand - baht fine or
both, under section 62, to impose penalties on employers who violate section 48
should be added to the penalties to suit the current situation. the filing of
documents by the insurers who are females and males, for the purpose of
deducting childbirth benefits under section 65, it should require for the same
document as the regulations and there should be an amendment to the law /
ministerial regulation to be appropriate for insured beneficiaries to provide old age
allowance at the age of 55 years and to leave the job or there is the need to return
the country of origin.

As for technology related crimes can be effectively handled by
law enforcement organization using security system as well as ethical laws but
solving the symptoms not the root cause. so the principles of Buddhadhamma
have been applied to ict, these are hiri and ottappa, the five precepts and

The integration of Buddhaddhamma principles to solve criminal problems
is essential to indoctrinate social responsibility since childhood. Do utilize it and do
not violate the social regulation. To prevent violation of intellectual property with
Buddhadhamma must be resolved by raising awareness of consequences of sinful
conducts as well as having respect for others’ innovation. In order to resolve the
problem of wrong ict’s using, it can begin from investigate the message, the sender
and the receiver based on one’s consciousness so that guidelines can be
determined with virtue and usefulness based on the new body of knowledge
named gris model.

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ABSTRACT

The study entitled “policy and mechanism in elders’ wellness
enhancement of Phayao local administrative organization” aimed at studying
policy, mechanism and process in elders’ wellness promotion, to analyze the
process how to make policy and mechanism for elders’ well-being enhancement,
and to investigate problems and obstacles in taking care of seniors in the local

administration organization in Amphue Muang, Phayao.

Population that were important informants in an in-depth interview
were 3 three chief executives consisting of the chief executive, the chief
administrator of the Phayao provincial administrative organization, The caregiver of
the elderly health promotion program, the chief executives of the Maeka
sub-district administrative organization, Ban Tom sub-district administrative
organization with purpose sampling , specifically, Phayao provincial administrative
organization, Maeka sub-district municipality, and Ban Tom sub-district
administration organization and key informants in focus group discussion with 15
purposive sampling of experts, divided into 4 groups, namely three administrators
of local government organizations, 3 Buddhist monks, 3 seniors and a group

involved with older school, such as teachers and 6 high school administrators.

Research tools in the study include an in-depth interview and focus
group discussion. Data analysis was carried out based on two types of research
techniques: in-depth interview data employing content analysis, using 6¢ technique
for content synthesis, and dialectic process (dp) for content analysis consisting of 4
aspects and all of which were analyzed and synthesized, along with a summary of

the research and a descriptive discussion.
The research indings were as follows:

1) Mechanism and process of enhancing elders’ health of local
administrative organizations in Muang district, Phayao: (i) policy: the determined
policy is broadly announced and consistent with and linked to the constitutional

law to the development plan of the local government organization, also in
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accordance with the mission, goal or purpose for development. for details on the
operations related to the elders’ wellness, they are formulated in the strategies. (ii)
mechanism: the three developmental mechanisms in three institutions have
developed a three-year strategic development plan with a mechanism, a main
responsible department consisting of a committee or a subcommittee, funds and
projects related for enhancing the well-being of the elders.  (iii) the process of
enhancing the health of the seniors: in the process of enhancing the health of the
elders, there are 3 types of actuations, namely, the process of implementing the
project with participation if the community in all sectors of Maeka municipality
based on the resources with 4m management and the process of enhancing the
health of ban tom municipality emphasizing self-reliance of the elderly group,
carrying out activities in the form of an elderly club, a welfare provision, a provision
of an environment ideal for the well-being of the elderly people, and a building

up knowledge by providing knowledge training and health promotion among

® elderly people.

2) A creation of mechanisms, policies and processes to enhance the
well- being of the seniors in the local administrative organizations, in Muang
district, Phayao:  creating mechanisms, policies, and processes to enhance the
well-being of the elderly group of the local administrative organization in Muang
district, Phayao, is consistent with and linked to the constitutional law and the
state’s policies on the elders’ wellness that leads to the implementation of the
national economic and social development plan, to the ministry of public health,
department of local administration, Phayao provincial development plan, local
development plan, local government organizations in Phayao.

3) p\Problems and obstacles in elderly care in local administrative
organizations in Muang district, Phayao: (i) Phayao provincial administration
organization: the problems and obstacles in elderly care in Phayao provincial
administration organization are the provincial level ones. most of the problems will
be solved jointly with the local government in the area of implementation with a

solution of case-by-case assistance. (i) Maeka municipality, and Ban Tom
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municipality: with regard to the barriers for taking care of the seniors in the local
administrative organizations. in the district of Muang Phayao province, there are four
types of health problems, including physical health with residence of ill condition,
social well-being with social problem in elderly society, building an understanding,
accessing and participating in policy etc.,, mental well-being with mental health
issues and stress, and intellectual well-being i.e. lacking of learning management,
knowledge management, and deficiency of integration.

This research used
mixed methods research composing of both qualitative and quantitative reseach.
the qualitative research was conducted by in-depth interviewing from 20 key
informants and focus group discussion from 12 experts which selected by purposive
method. the data were analyzed by content analysis technic. The quantitative
research conducted by survey the 400 respondents which selected by simple
random sampling from a population of 2,786 persons who were administrators,
teacher, personnel and student of Buddhist way school in Samutprakarn province.
the tool used for data collection was 5 levels rating scale questionnaire at reliability
level of 0.951. The statistics used to analyze data were frequency, percentage,
mean and standard deviation. The research findings were as follows:

1) Buddhist way school was general school that were integrated the
Buddhist principle for management and development. Students were developed to
be cautious of each step of eating, living, looking and listening. the school applied
the Buddhist principle includes iddhipada 4, sabbaya 7, ariyasajja 4, trisikkha and
brahmavihara 4 for management, learning and teaching.

2) The development of Buddhist way school management in
Samutprakarn province in physical aspect was at highest level and after that the
activities of daily life. but for atmosphere and interaction aspect, it was at lowest
level because personnel lack the interaction to each other and lack the joint
activities.

3) The development of Buddhist way school management in
Samutprakarn province was: 3.1) management aspect, should plan and formulate
the policy together, should provide the duty and responsibility clearly, should
provide personnel to participate in all activities and should integrate the iddhipada

4 for management.
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3.2) Physical aspect, the so called “borworn” (home + temple + school)
have to join effort to raise funds to adjust the environment to suitable, should
promote the Buddhist way life and Buddhist culture and should develop the
environment according to the sappaya 7.

3.3) Activities of daily life aspect, all departments should be aware the
importance of activities of daily life, should behave as a good role model, should
exchange the knowledge together, should manage the time appropriately and
applied ariyasajja 4 for all activities.

3.4) Learning and teaching aspect, should manage the curriculum
according to the Buddhist way, the personnel of school should be good learning
model, should develop the personnel to know and understand the Buddhism
entirely focus on practicing in daily life, finally, manage the learning and teaching
according to trisikkha.

3.5) Atmosphere and interaction aspect, the personnel of school should
be good friend by smile and greetings, should promote the good interaction by &
integrate with the brahmavihara 4.

people’s opinion towards the general context of Sangha order administration were
at high level (x_=3.92, s.d.= 0.639). people’s opinions towards all areas of Sangha

order administration were also at high level.

2. Sangha order organization strength administration strategy in the age of
globalization have shown that once the strengths and opportunities are analyzed
together there are two strategies to achieve aggressive and effective strategies. and
advanced technology development strategies. when strengths and barriers are
analyzed together. the strategy is to maintain the level. there are 2 strategies to
create a good corporate image. and strategies to focus on people's participation.

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improve the rehabilitation. there are two strategies to implement the strategy to
practice more. and a good strategy to restore the tradition. and when weaknesses
and obstacles are analyzed together. the strategy of retreating, slowing down and
escape. there are 2 strategies is to strengthen the love. unity to the buddhist

company and strategies for financing sources.

Strategically analysis of Sangha order strength administration in the age of
globalization in the area of budget, it was found that the success strategy was the
find supporting budget sources, the strategy for learning and development was to
create love and harmony among Buddhist communities and to restore the good

are  administration, education, educational support, dissemination, repair and
construction, public welfare and buddhamonton development. these missions are
carried out under the same vision: “secure buddhism, morality maintaining, bringing

society to sustainable peace and happiness”

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this research was to study the state of moral teaching
management in basic education schools under Buddhist universities and to present
a model of moral education management in those basic education institutions. The
research employed the mixed methods research. The research instruments
included the questionnaires for the school administrators, officials and the Buddhist
monk teachers, totaling 385 people and the interviews with 9 experts. Data was
analyzed using descriptive statistics which included percentage, average, standard
deviation and content analysis.

The findings were as the following;

1. The management of moral education in basic education institutions
of the Buddhist universities was found to be at the high level across the 8 aspects.
corporate communication, operation, implementation, inspection and revision were
practiced at the high level. analysis, planning and control were the dimensions
practiced at the moderate level. In terms of management problems, both the
overall and the individual aspects were found to be at the moderate level.

2. The management model of moral instruction in basic education
schools consists of: (1) the concept of the eightfold path as a management
guideline, known as the 8-r model management system, (2) the management
system includes analysis, planning, corporate communications, operation, follow-up
and monitoring, revision, control and reporting, (3) the management system formats
are combined with the environment of moral teaching, the management factors
include human resources, budget, academic work and general administration; the
operational procedure starts from the request for a budget, human resource
preparation, recruitment and development of the moral teaching monks,
dispatching the monks to teach in schools, performance monitoring and evaluation,
and writing up performance reports. (4) the advantages of a management model
are the creation of moral organizations, consistent with non-profit social
organizations, which would empower the management of education. (5) the

limitations of the management model are the potential resistance from non-
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transparent personnel, responsibility of the personnel, and the amount of workload
and responsibilities at the initial stage. (6) the success factors of the model include
the need to transfer the management process to personnel at every level,
collaboration in various areas, and the need for network development.

Education welfare has played an important role of Thai Buddhist monks
from the past to the present. This study focuses on the on-site study to analyze
the role of education welfare at Buddhist monastery and monks in the Maesot
border area for educational disadvantaged children.

The purpose of this study is to investigate factors affecting stratesic
accounting information quality for auto parts business in Thailand. the target
populations were 619 auto parts companies. the size of sample group was 165
companies obtained by using stratified random sampling. the questionnaires were
used as a tool for collecting data. the ordinary least squares (ols) regression was
employed for analyzing data. Factors affecting the strategic accounting information
quality studying in this research were modern organizational policy, best accounting
system, information technology resource readiness, accounting employee
competency and competitive environment pressure.

the results found that the factors have a positive impact on strategic
accounting information quality in term of modern organizational policy, best
accounting  system, accounting employee competency, and competitive
environment pressure. However, the information technology resource readiness
factor does not have an impact on strategic accounting information quality.

Whereas The Effectiveness in Making Decisions, The Ability of Creating and Running
The Operation With Its Strategy Were Decreased. in Addition, The Less Effective
Accounting Information Would Lessen Working Morale In Staff, Believe and Trust in
Organization And Ineffective Management.

The Populations of This Study Were 619 Auto Parts Companies in
Thailand from Database Thai Auto Manufacturers. Data Collections Were Carried
Out by Using Questionnaires. Sample Has Narrowed Down to The Respondents of
This Study Who are Accounting Managers and Accounting Directors of The Firms In a
Total of 165. The Questionnaires Were Categorized in Rating Scale.

Dependent Variables are Constructed by The Study of Waroonkun and
Ussahawanitchakit (2011) Which are Strategic Accounting Information Quality (SAIQ)
Measuring by Value of Accounting Information, Accounting Information Neutrality
Ability, Accounting Information Utility Concentration, Accounting Information
Trustworthiness and Accounting Information Role Application. ®

Independent Variables Were Divided into 5 Categories as Follows;
Modern Organization Policy (MOP) is Measured Through Working Approached and
Guidelines That are Consistent in Changing Information Technology Trend. it is
Developed and Adapted From Mohr and sarin (2009). Best Accounting System (BAS)
is Measured Through Process Methods, Procedures of Financial Data. It is Developed
And Adapted From El-Dalabeeh and AL-Shbiel (2012). IT Resource Readiness (ITR) is
Measured Through Appropriate Machines, Media, Materials, and Database
Administration. It is Developed and Adapted From Ifinedo Et AL, (2010). Accounting
Employee Competency (AEC) is Measured Through Cognition, Skill, Attitudes,
Abilities, Experience and Personality’s Accountant. it is Developed and Adapted
from Lata (2015). Competitive Environmental Pressure (CEP) Is Measured Through
Uncertainty of External Condition Changes That May Influence on Adaptation of The
Guidelines and Procedures Including Regulations, Rivals in a Market, and Various

Demanding for Clients. It is Developed and Adapted from Meutia (2015).
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Control Variables are Firm Age and Firm Size. Firm Age is Evaluated by
The Number of Years Since The Company Established. Firm Size is Measured by The
Operational Capital. in This Study Firm Age and Firm Size Were Represented by
Dummy Variable in Term of 0 And 1. For Firm Age, 0 Means The Company Was
Established Less Than or Equal To 10 Years and 1 Means The Company Was
Established More Than 10 Years. For Firm Size, 0 Means The Operational Capital
Less Than or Of 50,000,000 Baht and 1 Means The Operational Capital More Than
50,000,000 Baht (Delomette and Sels, 2008).

Organizational Policy Significantly and Positively Related to Strategic Accounting
Information Quality (B, = 0.296, P< 0.01). it Confirmed That Executives Can
Obviously Determine a Frame work for Modern Performances for Everybody to
Understand Working Directions, Which Has an Impact on The Applications of The
Strategic Accounting Information Quality Leads to Firm Success Rapidly
(Altiok, 2011). Thus, Hypothesis 1 is Supported.

Secondly, Best Accounting System is Significant and Positive Related to
Strategic Accounting Information Quality (B, = 0.142, P< 0.10). It Can Be Claimed
That Accounting System is Significantly Related To Accounting Information Quality
Which Can Improve Performance and Goal Achievement Efficiently (Shagari Et AL,
2015). Thus, Hypothesis 2 is Supported.

Thirdly, IT Resource Readiness It is Non-Significantly and Positively Related
to Strategic Accounting Information Quality (53 = 0.111, P>0.10). It Is Possible That
Firms May Insufficiently Allocate Budgets for Investment on Technological
Availability, Which is Applied for Management. Thus, Strategic Accounting
Information Quality in Term of Applications Accounting Information is Not
Consistent With Present Events and Operational Goals are Hard to be Filled (Salleh
Et AL, 2011). Thus, Hypothesis 3 Is Not Supported.

Fourthly, Accounting Employee Competency Is Significantly And Positively
Related to Strategic Accounting Information Quality (B, = 0.236, P<0.01). The
Finding Confirms That An Accountant Should Find Out New Knowledge for Using
Technology or New Innovation. Consequently, The Success of The Strategic
Accounting Information Quality Must Rely on The Ability or Competence of
Accounting Staff (Lestari, 2015). Thus, Hypothesis 4 is Supported.

Finally, Competitive Environment Pressure is Significantly Positively
Associated with Strategic Accounting Information Quality (B; = 0.179, P< 0.05). it is

Found That The Organization Having High Competitive Environment Pressure. The
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Organization Has to Look for The New Innovation Development or New Technology
Supporting The Use of Strategic Accounting Information Quality, Increasing The
Opportunity of Success of Organization, Taking Advantage, and Business Surviving
(Auh and Menguc, 2005). Therefore, Hypothesis 5 is Supported.

Control Variable is Firm age (B, = -243, P< 0.05) and is Negative
Significant Relationship With Strategic Accounting Information Quality. This Show
That New Auto Part Businesses, Which Just Started Production Will Less Encounter
Complicated Management Than Former Manufacturers. Moreover, New auto Part
Businesses Will be Able to Build Comprehensive Accounting Information, Which
Influences Better Economic Decision-Making, More Than Former Manufacturer (Coad
Et AL, 2013). in Constantly, Firm Size (B; =.071, P> 0.10) Is Not Influenced By Firm

Size.

3. CONCLUSION AND CONTRIBUTIONS

The Objective for This Research is to Investigate Factors That Affect

The objective of this research was to investicate the effect of
transformational leadership orientation, organizational proactiveness strategy,
human resource practice competency, and dynamic environmental uncertainty on
human capital management capability. the data were collected from 344
respondents including managing directors or managing partners of the hotel
business in Thailand. the questionnaire was used as a research tool for collecting
data. the statistics used in analyzing data were multiple correlation analysis and the
ordinary least squares (ols) regression analysis. the findings indicate that human
resource practice competency, transformational leadership orientation, dynamic
environmental uncertainty, and organizational proactiveness strategy had a
significant and positive influence on human capital management capability
respectively. the suggestion for future research the comparative study on findings of
this study should be conducted for the generalizability.

The Results of Regression Analysis Were Explained in Table 3. Firstly, The
Results Indicated That Transformational Leadership Orientation Was Playing a
Critical Role in Enhancing Human Capital Management Capability. The Result Also
Illustrated Strong Significant and Positive Relationships Among Transformational
Leadership Orientation And Human Capital Management Capability At B,=0.194
(P < 0.01). We can Say That Transformational Leadership is A Key Element Of
Human Capital Development. The Leader Must Have The Ability to Manage Human
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Capital Effectiveness and Can Lead Organizations to Success (Hassan, Fuwad & Rauf,
2010). Therefore, Hypothesis 1 Was Accepted.

Secondly, The Regression Results Showed That Organizational
Proactiveness Strategy Had a Significant and Positive Relationship With Human
Capital Management Capability At B.= 0.126 (P< 0.10).Human Capital Management
Played an Important Role In Bringing About Human Capital Plan to Conduct a
Proactive Strategy. Human Capital Management Is Important Resources That is
Associated With Proactive Strategy and Contribute to Achieving The Goals of The
Organization (Dobrican & Zampunieris, 2014). Hence, Hypothesis 2 Was Accepted.

Thirdly, The Regression Results Showed That Human Resource Practice
Competency Had a Significant and Positive Relationship With  Human Capital
Management Capability At B;=0.346 (P<0.10). Human Resource Practice Relations
Were Stable; They Also Demonstrated an Influence on The Development of Human
Capital Management With The Performance of The Agency. The Company Seeks to
Maintain Human Resources Practice With Higher Levels of Human Capital
Management and Also Will Have a Positive Influence on Performance (Becker,
1965). Therefore, Hypothesis 3 was Accepted.

Lastly, The Regression Results Showed That The Dynamic Environmental
Uncertainty Had a Positive and Significant Relationship With Human Capital
Management Capability at B;= 0.181 (P < 0.01). The Previous Research Has Indicated
That Environmental Uncertainty Was A Relationship With The Human Capital
Management of Operation. Accordingly, Environmental Uncertainty is Motivation

Academics Taught at The Famed Taxila University, One of The Earliest Known
Universities. for Several Centuries Before The Common Era, Taxila Was a Centre of
Learning and Medical Scholarship. The Institutions of Taxila Held Region-Wide
Renown and Students Flocked from Across The Old World to Expand Their
Education. This Continued Until The Town Was Destroyed by The Huna People in
The Fifth Century of The Common Era (Mookerji, 1989). Students Generally Entered
Taxila At Sixteen And Were Educated in The Vedas, The Ancient and The Most
Revered Hindu Scriptures, and Eighteen High Art Forms, Including Archery, Hunting
and Elephant Lore. Additionally, Taxila Was a Centre of Learning in Law, Medicine
And Military Science (Kulke And Rothermund, 2004).

Despite Its Hindu Origins, Taxila is Featured Prominently in Buddhist

Taxila is Referred to in The Jataka As The Capital of The Kingdom Of Gandhara And
a Magnificent Hub of Learning. The Knowledge Taught at Taxila Was Exported
Across Central and South Asia. One Document of Particular Not is The Taxila
Pharmacopeia, a Treatise on Medicinal Remedies and Herbal Properties. This
Document Allowed The Diffusion of Local Treatments and Cures Across The Region.
When Indian Culture Was Exported to Thailand Through The Medium of Religion,
Traditional Medical Knowledge Was Also Exchanged. The Taxila Pharmacopeia
Became a Valuable Source of Information for Temples Along The Southeast Asian
Peninsular, Which Also Doubled As Medical Centres for Local Communities.

The Conservation of Herbs With Properties of Scarlet Fever and
Meningococcal Disease Treatment According to Taxila Pharmacopeia Has Been

Perpetuated by All The People Living in Thai Communities. In 2011, Venkata Naeen
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Kasagana and Sree Karumiri (2011) Conducted A Research Investigation Into The
Conservation of Medicinal Plants. The Findings Indicated That The Goal of
Conservation is to “Support Sustainable Development By Protecting And Using
Biological Resources In Ways That Do Not Diminish The World’s Variety of Genes
and Species or Destroy Important Habitats and Ecosystems.”

Thailand Currently Has 21 National Monographs For Herbal Medicine and The List of
Essential Medicines Includes 16 Herbal Preparations. The Thai Herbal
Pharmacopoeia is The Treatise for Most Traditional Formularies of Herbal Medicines
and is Produced in Five Volumes. Although Drug Regulations Were Implemented in
Thailand in The Year 1967, Locals in Rural Areas Continue to Produce Unregulated
Herbal Remedies to Treat Diseases. These Treatments are Often Based on
Knowledge Passed on In The Family, Which Stems From The Taxila Pharmacopoeia
Rather Than The Official Thai Version. There Must be A Concerted Drive To Educate
People in The Rural Communities to The Dangers of Unregulated Medical
Treatments and to Promote The Standardized and Officially Accepted Thai
Preparations.

The Herbalists Use Two Patterns for Transmitting Knowledge Concerning
Herbal Plant Conservation to Interested People. The Transmission is Conducted
Through a Learning Center and a Web Page of Knowledge Exchange Belonging to
Each Herbalist. This is Consistent With The Research Results of UNDP ETHIOPIA
(2012). The Findings Indicated That Ethiopia Can Draw Upon These Experiences to
Develop and Utilize Existing ICT-Based Knowledge Management Techniques to
Implement Robust Strategies and Intervention to Transform Its Agricultural Sector.
This Is A Model That Thailand Should Use as Inspiration Going Forward. Not Only is
It A More Formal Method of Documenting Practices Compared To The Traditional

Word-Of-Mouth Transmission, It Is Also More Accessible to Modern Society.
6. CONCLUSION

The Transmission of Agricultural Knowledge is Necessary for All The
Communities In Thailand Because Most People Live in Agricultural Areas and They

Lead Their Lives Closely Related to Agriculture. New Agricultural Techniques Will

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ABSTRACT

The purpose of this study were 1) to explore the environmental and
policy factors associated with the success of smoking cessation among Thai
smokers, and 2) to compare the relationship of such factors between participants
aged 15-44 and 45 years old and above. The methodology of this quantitative
research employed the use of secondary data from the smoking and drinking
behavior survey 2014 by National Statistical Office. Totally, 2,250 samples were
included in the analysis.

Three Provinces in Southern Isan were Chosen Based on Five
Criteria: 1) There was a Continuous History of Annual Dharma Practice Projects in
The Local Communities; 2) The Area Had Won Awards for The Organisation of
Dharma Projects; 3) There were Centres for Training of Morality and Ethics in Youths;
4) There Were Dharma Practice Projects at Both District and Provincial Level; 5)
Dharma Practice Projects Were Organised for at Least 50 People Per Event. The
Three Provinces Selected were Nakhon Ratchasima, Chaiyaphum and Buriram

Research Informants were Purposively Selected from Local Populations.
These were Divided Into Three Groups: Key Informants (N=18), Casual Informants
(N=60) and General Informants (N=20). The Key Informant Group was Composed of
Six Government Officials and Twelve Private Citizens: One Representative of The
Provincial Religion Office and One Representative from The Provincial Culture Office
In Each of The Three Provinces, Along With Abbots and Local Community Leaders.
The Casual Informant Group was Composed of Twelve Officers at Local
Administration  Organisations, Twenty-Four Monk Lecturers, Twelve Temple
Councillors and Twelve Assistant Monk Lecturers. The General Informant Group Was

Composed of Twenty People in The Local Communities Studied.

Data Was Collected in The Field for This Investigation Using Basic Survey,
Participant and Non-Participant Observation, Structured Interview, Unstructured
Interview and Focus-Group Discussions of Six to Ten Individuals in Each of The
Communities Studied. The Timeline of Research Methods and Concerned Sample
Groups is Detailed in Table 2. Research Tools Used for Data Collection were
Created According to The Guidelines of Cultural Qualitative Research Qutlined by
Songkoon Chantachon (Chantachon, S.,2006). All Collected Data Was Tested for
Validity Using a Triangulation Method and Categorised According to The Three
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Research Aims. (Chantavanit, S,2000). The Data Was Then Analysed by Typological

Analysis and Inductive Analysis. The Results are Presented Here Descriptively.

Dharma Practice Project to Benefit The Local Community.

Training Camps were First Established at Pramuan Rat Temple (Nakhon
Ratchasima) In 1994. They Were The Brainchild of Phrakru Suntorn Kunawat, The
Temple Abbot, Who Wanted to Make The Temple a Centre for Dharma Practice
Among Youths, Government Officers, Soldiers, The Emergency Services and
Teaching Professionals. Specialist Facilities Were Set Up Within The Temple,
Including a Training Hall, Teacher and Student Accommodation and Toilets.
Nowadays Private and Public Organisations Send Affiliates and Members to Dharma
Training Courses at The Temple, Which Is Attractive Due to Its Convenient Inner-City

Location and The Quality of Its Dharma Programs.

Siripong Sawat Temple (Chaiyaphum) Became The Twelfth Dharma
Practice Centre in Chaiyaphum Province on 1st October 2008. The Local
Community Leader was The Driving Force Behind The Establishment of The Centre
and Its Various Projects. In Addition to Its Role as a Provincial Dharma Practice
Centre In 2008, The Temple Was Also Made a National Centre for The Promotion of
Buddhism In 1993 and a Centre for Support Soldiers With Drug Addictions in 2002.
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Morality Camps at Bun Temple (Chaiyaphum) In The Past Were Run by a
Participatory Network of Local People on a Traditional Framework. Nowadays,
These Traditional Practices Have Been Interwoven and Adapted With The
Procedures of Other Temples and Universities. The Current Focus is on Raising

Awareness and Consciousness Among The Local Community.

Paiboon Forest Temple (Buriram) Has Hosted Morality and Ethics Camps
Since Its Abbot Phra Pongsakorn from an External Training Course for Future
Dharma Monks. in 1993 The Temple Became a National Centre for The Promotion
of Buddhism and in 2001 it Became a Centre For Support Soldiers With Drug
Addictions. Since 2004, Paiboon Forest Temple Has Been a Centre for The

Development of Dharma in Isan.

Suksomboon Forest Temple (Buriram) Has an Eight Point Development
Plan for Strengthening Its Community: 1) Support Studies of Novice Monks; 2)
Organise Dharma Practice; 3) Service and Assist Society; 4) Support Religious
Awareness in Youths; 5) Conserve The Thai Culture and Customs; 6) Create
Networks With Other Establishments; 7) Generate Income; and 8) Develop The

Temple as a Centre of Buddhist Activities in The Community.

3.2 The Current State and Problems With The Procedures Of

Dharma Practice Projects for Youths In Southern Isan
Planning

Field Investigation Found That Planning of Dharma Practice Projects is
Lacking in The Advice and Expertise of External Specialists. There are Temple
Networks in Place but These are Not Utilised Enough to Benefit Local Communities.
Educational Leaders Should Contact The Temples at Least a Week in Advance to
Prepare for The Activities During The Projects. Moreover, There Should Be Greater
Participation in Planning from Members of Local Public and Private Organisations,

Prior to Dharma Camps, Meetings are Held
to Discuss The Organisation of Resources and Location. The Facilities Required
Include a Meeting Hall, a Canteen, Toilets and Shower Rooms and Qutdoor Space
for Walking Meditation Exercises. The Resources Required Include Microphones,
Speakers, Projectors, Projector Screens, Signs, Stationery and Containers for Food
and Drinks. The Curricula of The Morality Camps and Other Dharma Projects are
Based Upon The Five Central Buddhist Precepts. all Buddhists Live by These Five
Moral Precepts Which are Refraining from (1) Harming Living Things, (2) Taking What
is Not Given, (3) Sexual Misconduct, (4) Lying or Gossip and (5) Taking Intoxicating
Substances, Such as Drugs or Alcohol. In Addition, Some Elements of The Camps
and More Advanced Activities are Focused on The Eight Precepts. These are for
Upasakas (Followers of Buddhism) Who Wish to Abide by a Stricter Code of
Conduct. They Require Abstinence from (1) Causing Harm and Taking Life (Both
Human and Non-Human), (2) Taking What is Not Given (for Example Stealing,
Displacements That May Cause Misunderstandings), (3) Sexual Activity, (4) Wrong
Speech: Telling Lies, Deceiving Others, Manipulating Others, Using Hurtful Words, (5)
Using Intoxicating Drinks and Drugs, Which Lead to Carelessness, (6) Eating at The
Wrong Time (The Right Time is After Sunrise, Before Noon), (7) Singing, Dancing,
Playing Music, Attending Entertainment Performances, Wearing Perfume, and Using
Cosmetics and Garlands (Decorative Accessories), and (8) Luxurious Places for Sitting
or Sleeping, and Overindulging in Sleep. The Problems of The Planning Stage are
Outlined in Table Three in Four Categories: Man (Human Resources), Money

(Budget), Materials (Resources) and Management.

Trainers at The Dharma Camps Were Found to be Responsible and
Suitable for The Task. Trainers Were Able to Solve a Variety of Unexpected

The Temples Monitor The Resources and Equipment
Used During The Dharma Activities and Repairs or Additional Purchases are Made in
The Event of Breakages, Wear and Tear. The Problems of The Practice Stage are

Outlined in Table Four in Four Categories: Man, Money, Materials and Management.
Evaluation

Monks and Teachers Evaluate The Activities on a Daily Basis. There is a
Questionnaire Given at The End of The Whole Event, Which Asks Questions of
Student Satisfaction With The Activities. The Results of These Questionnaires are
Analysed Using The Computer Program. Students are Observed and Comparisons
Made Between Their Attitudes and Behaviours Upon Starting The Course and Their
Attitudes and Behaviours Upon Leaving. The Leadership Committee Evaluate The
Budget by Summarising The Total Income and Expenditure at The End of The
Event. Stock Takes Should be Taken Prior to and After Each Event to Determine any
Resource Needs. The Problems of The Evaluation Stage are Outlined in Table Five

Camps. Parents Should Make Monetary Contributions to The Dharma Activities.
Accounts Must be Set Up Within The Camp and Figures Made Transparent. The
Materials and Curriculum Studied Should be Suitable for The Participants, Whose
Details Will Have Been Gathered at The Planning Stage. @

The Main Areas for
Evaluation Should be Behaviour, Knowledge and Teaching Technique. Similar
Evaluation Should Take Place Regarding The Students, Who Should Also be Asked
About Their Satisfaction of The Event and Perceived Level of Benefit. The Balance
Sheets Should be Concluded After The Event and Published. The Leadership and
Teaching Teams Should Evaluate The Venue After The Event Has Taken Place So
That Changes Can be Made in Time for The Next Event. Areas for Consideration
Should be Size, Atmosphere, Facilities, Food and Drink and Resources. Student
Behavior After The Event Should be Compared to Student Behavior Before The
Event in The Following Categories: Patience, Hard-Work, Parsimony, Honesty,

Gratitude, Maturity and Abstinence from Vices.

4. DISCUSSION

The Findings of This Investigation are Consistent With The Research
Results of Titipan Boonpok. (Boonpok, T.,2009). Boonpok Investigated The
Development of Youths In Thailand According to The Methods of Buddhism. The
Results Showed That The Content of Dharma Camps Should Be Based on The Five
Traditional Buddhist Precepts as These Principles are Applicable to All People From
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AWl Walks of Life. Although, If The Precepts are to be Taught to Their Full Potential,
The Monks Responsible for The Delivery of The Curriculum Must be Trained
Further. (Kanenaen, A.,2012).

In Fact, Dharma Training Should Not be and is Not Limited to The
Responsibility of Temples In Local Communities. Across Thailand, Schools Organise
Programs for Dharma Practice on a Resgular Basis. The Crucial Point is That The
Consistency of The Quality of These Projects Is Poor and Many of The Courses are
Superficial. (Sonna, A.,2010). The Students Would Benefit Greatly from More
Concerted and Organised Input From The Various Ministries Across Thailand.
Government Institutions Such as The Provincial Buddhism and Culture Offices Could
Set A Specific Curriculum and Plan for Dharma Training, Which Could be Used by
School Networks Across The Region. This Would Ensure The Maintenance of
Quality. (Ploykhao, S.,2013).

The Dharma Projects Should Consider The Results of Current Academic
Research in The Fields of Humanities And Sociology. Recent Studies Have Suggested ®
That, in Order to Solve Gender Problems and Problems Regarding Sexual
Relationships, Students Should be Given Knowledge of Appropriate Behaviour in
Sexual Relationships, They Should Take Part in Adapted Friendship Activities and
Their Instruction Should be a Participatory Effort Including Cooperation from The
Social Sector. (Vuttanont, U., Greenhalgh, T., Griffin, M. and Boynton, P.,2006).

In The Face of an Ever Smaller, Interconnected World and a Rapidly
Changing Society in Which Youths are Faced With Many New and Multifaceted
Dilemmas on a Daily Basis, it is The Duty of Senior Figures in Society to Educate
Them on The Right Path. Now, More Than Ever, Monks Must Take Responsibility for
Their Traditional Role as Community Leaders and Role Models to Help Youths
Solve Their Own Problems and Develop Their Behaviour in a Positive Fashion.
(Suwannasri, S.,2009). Part of This Role Must Include Regular Courses and Training
for Members of The Local Community, Such as The Dharma Practice Projects
Studied Here. by Taking These Projects Seriously and Treating Them With Respect,
Monks Can Continue to Have a Positive Impact on The Local Communities of

Northeastern Thailand.

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ABSTRACT

The objectives of this research were 1) to assess level of knowledge and
understanding and to explore effective methods to promote the 12 national core
values among the students. The questionnaires were used to collect data from the
samples of 256 students/monks. The data were analyzed by using percentage and
mean before presenting in tables with details.

it was found that 1) about 89.1% of layman students had very good
knowledge and understanding towards the 12 core values, 10.9% had fair
knowledge and understanding towards the 12 core values and 3.1% had poor
knowledge and understanding towards the 12 core values. and 2) about 65.5% of
monk students had very good knowledge and understanding towards the 12 core
values, 21.5% had fair knowledge and understanding on this issue and 12.5% said
they had poor knowledge and understanding on the 12 core values.

There are two major effective ways to promote the 12 core values among
students: 1) to integrate the core values into classroom activities.
